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Introduction to GIS

OBJECTIVE:

Nowadays, the technology of Geographic Information Systems
(GIS), which has evolved since late 1980's, provides an
efficient tool for managing, manipulating, analyzing, and
displaying huge volume of multi-layered geographic
information. The objective of this intensive five days short
course is to introduce the participants to the principles and
concepts of GIS technology and its current and potential
applications.

COURSE TOPICS:

The course will cover GIS functional elements, GIS
applications in Urban and Municipal Planning, Infrastructure
and Utilities Management, Environment Protection, and
Natural Resources Management. Other relevant topics such as
Spatial Data Structures, Users Needs Assessment, GIS
