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Managing Natural Disasters

OBJECTIVE:

The course will introduce disaster simulation models to
be applied in city management by assessing possible
risks and damages (e.g., human loss, loss of property,
infrastructure, etc.) caused by natural disasters. Concepts
of GIS and Remote Sensing are introduced in analyzing
and presenting simulations using the state-of-the-art
RADIUS simulation model for earthquake risk and
vulnerability assessment.

COURSE TOPICS:

The following key topics will be discussed in this short
course: disasters and their aftermaths; basics of risk and
vulnerability assessments; trends, perspectives, and
reduction of vulnerabilities in cities; disaster simulations;
geospatial techniques for disaster mitigation; and
managing natural disasters in KSA. The knowledge
gained from lectures will be reflected in the field visit,
group presentations and discussions.

PARTICIPANTS:

This short course is usefull for those who are engaged in
planning and management in the following areas:
simulation and mitigation of natural disasters, real estate
development, sustainable urban development,
transportation, GIS and remote sensing, project
management, and business administration.

COURSE FACULTY:

This short course will be mainly offered by faculty
members of the Department of City and Regional
Planning at King Fahd University of Petroleum and
Minerals (KFUPM).
